“fee sabeelillaah”, or “in the 
way of Allah.” What things 
should be known about this 
kind of situation?

SITUATION: You notice 
that someone who began 
fasting Ramadan with you 
has not come around for a 
while. You send a message to 
check on him/her, and the 
response is: “What is the 
point of fasting with all the 
stuff I’m involved in?!”
